FACTS ABOUT CORONAVIRUS

e COVID-19, also referred to as ‘coronavirus,’ is a respiratory illness. Reported illnesses
have ranged from mild symptoms to severe illness and death for confirmed coronavirus
disease 2019 (COVID-19) cases.

e The following symptoms may appear 2-14 days after exposure.:

o Fever
o Cough
o Shortness of breath
e The virus is thought to spread mainly from person-to-person.
o Between people who are in close contact with one another (within about 6 feet).
o Through respiratory droplets produced when an infected person coughs or sneezes.

o Travelers should strongly adhere to healthy travel practices, similar to recommendations
associated with the U.S. flu season: wash hands often, cough into your elbow and
sneeze into a tissue, avoid contact with people who may already be sick, etc.
